Minutes

California City Chamber of Commerce
February 18, 2010
Meeting was called to order at approximately 6:10pm, 2/18/2010 at Chuck's Pizza by President Karen Sanders.  The pledge was dispensed with and there was no report from Miss California City.
Treasurers report was read and discussed with Director Michele Chebahtah moving to accept the report and Director David Stafford seconding the motion. All approved.
Minutes from the December and January meetings were approved with a motion from Director Stafford and seconded by Director Chebahtah.  All approved.
In board business, Director Chebahtah reported on the Miss California City orientation with two contestants participating.  Director Chebahtah moved to accept the report with Director Dustin Richards seconding the motion. All approved.
As an aside, Director Richards presented an idea that would allow Miss California City pageant contestants a more economically feasible way to participate in the pageant.  No action was taken on this proposal at this time.  
Business of the Month – After some discussion, Director Richards moved to honor Ace City Hardware as Business of the month for February with Director Stafford seconding the motion. All approved.
The ProSeries Seminars efforts were discussed and it was moved by Director Stafford and seconded by Director Richards to remove the seminars from the Chamber calendar until further notice.  All approved.
Trash Clean-Up will take place May 15, 2010.  Discussion centered on the 'missing' banner the city may possibly have.  President Sanders volunteered to contact City Parks Director Michelle Hornback to find the banner.  Report will be given at  next Chamber meeting.
Casino Night is still planned for Saturday, May 29 at the Strata Center. Preliminary work has been done on the fund-raiser in that Director Richards spoke with the MX Park operators, John and Inge (I dont' have their last names) and the two are excited at the prospect of marketing the weekend to the off-roaders that frequent the California City area.  More work is to be done in preparation but the casino company owner has been contacted and has the date reserved for the chamber and the city has been contacted to reserve the Strata Center for the evening of 5/29/2010.
Regarding the insurance policy for the Chamber, it was moved by Director Stafford and seconded by Director Chebahtah to go ahead and procure the standard insurance policy.  Director Richards and President Sanders will make arrangements and send the check to the insurance company for the policy.
Because of the number of chamber members serving on the board of directors, it was moved by Director Richards and seconded by Director Stafford to send notification to the chamber members asking for their support of the board and soliciting any nominations for board positions.  Director Toni Evans was nominated to oversee this letter process.
The ribbon cutting at the airport for the new dirt-bike trail was table until the next board meeting.
In other board business, Director Stafford reported the school district is poised to move on possilby placing an electronic sign at the Sprague Building.  He will research costs and options for this project.
Director Chebahtah nominated Tiffanie Breen to the Board as she hopes to serve as the pageant director for Miss California City.  The nomination was seconded by Director Richards and approved by all.
President Sanders reported the city is looking for letters of support from organizations in town regarding the renaming of the Mojave Cut-off to California City Blvd.  The city council has technically already approved the renaming  but City Manager Tom Weil will still accept a letter of support.  It was moved by Director Stafford and seconded by Director Chebahtah, approved by all to send a letter.
President Sanders reported that Jean Paul LeBlanc is a candidate for webmaster for the Chamber for a cost of $25 per month.  Director Stafford moved to accept the services of Mr. LeBlanc and Director Chebahtah and all approved by unanimous vote.
President Sanders reported on a successful Business After-Hours/Mixer on February 11 at the Sprague Building.  Farmers Insurance/Berta Hernandez-Webber Agency hosted the event with about 25 in attendance.  The Chamber presented a ribbon-cutting and the photo of the event made page 2 of the Mojave Desert News 2/18/2010.
President Sanders also reported on the efforts of members of the chamber and Economic Development Corporation working together to rehabilitate the Sprague  Building.
Director Stafford moved to adjourn the meeting with Director Richards seconded.  Adjournment was unanimously approved at approximately 7:20pm.
