Miss California City Pageant Rules and Requirements

The Miss California City Pageant is sponsored by the 

California City Chamber of Commerce.
If you are interested in running for Miss California City please call the chamber office at (760) 373-8676 to get information on orientation.  Orientation is usually held in December or January of each year.  Our pageant is held in April of each year.

1) Rules and Requirements for Each Entrant:

a) AGE REQUIREMENTS:  Entrant must be sixteen (16) years old and not more than twenty (20) years old by August 1st of this year. 

b) RESIDENCE:  Entrant must be presently residing and have been residing in California City, Fremont Valley, or Cantil, for no less than 12 months prior to the pageant.  She shall remain in the community for the entire year of her reign to retain her title.

c) EDUCATION:  Each entrant must be attending high school, working or attending college, with at least a 2.3 GPA.  If a high school graduate, you must have a high school diploma or equivalent.  Proof of grades & graduation is required on or before our 1st practice February 11, 2009. NO EXCEPTIONS!  If you are chosen Miss California City, you will be required to bring your report card to the Chamber of Commerce Board of Directors quarterly.  

 Each entrant must not be suspended and or be expelled from school as a contestant.  If she is suspended from school she will go before the Chamber of Commerce Board of Directors to determine if she is allowed to continue as a contestant.  For NO reason will she be allowed to continue if she is expelled.  If chosen Miss California City this will continue throughout her reign.

d) MARITAL STATUS:  Entrant must never have been married or co-habitat with anyone. She must not have any children nor have EVER been pregnant.  If chosen Miss California City this will apply during her entire reign.

e) SUPPORT FUNDS:  Each Entrant shall raise $300.00 in support funds to offset the cost of the Pageant and pictures.  Entrant must sell at least 10 Quarter Auction paddles and at least 175 raffle tickets and provide at least 5 raffle prizes by the dates listed on the pageant calendar.  Funds must be received no later than the scheduled date on the pageant calendar for an Entrant to remain in the pageant.  There will be no exceptions to this. 
The Chamber of Commerce will provide to Miss California City the entry fee required to run for Miss Antelope Valley.  The Chamber will also provide $300.00 in support funds to Miss California City in order to help her meet her obligation of attending the Antelope Valley Fair. 

f) TITLE:  Entrant is not permitted to have a title in any other pageant(s) at the time of orientation for the Miss California City Pageant.  If Chosen Miss California City and during her reign the Miss must relinquish her title, the First Princess shall assume her duties.  When a Princess assumes the title of Miss for less than six months she may run in the succeeding pageant if eligible.
g) REHEARSALS & ACTIVITIES:  Entrant shall attend all rehearsals and activities, unless excused by the Pageant Director, or she shall automatically be disqualified.  She is to notify the Pageant Director if she is unable to attend rehearsals.  Only two (2) excused absences are allowed by each entrant.

h) TRANSPORTATION:  Entrant is to provide her own transportation to and from all rehearsals, pageants, and other related activities.

i) CREATIVE AND PERFORMING ARTS (TALENT): Entrant and Parents/Guardians are responsible for developing a presentation showing originality and technical ability that is entertaining.  The presentation must be a minimum of 2 minutes in length and must not exceed 3 minutes.  Pageant Director must approve content of all presentations.  Talent must be completed and ready to perform at the 1st practice and shall not be changed after this date.
Any contestant who is singing must use instrumental music only. (No words)  No lip singing will be allowed.  

No other person or persons will be allowed on the performance part of the stage during the talent portion of the pageant.  The performance part of the stage is considered to be the portion of the stage which can be viewed from the audience.  

j) MUSIC:  Original Presentation music must be made available on a CD to the Pageant Director no later than the 1st practice.  

k) FORMAL WEAR:  Each entrant must have a formal dress.  The dress must be floor length.    No strapless, slip style, sheer, revealing or backless dresses are allowed.   Dress must not be lower in the back than your shoulder blade. No skin tight dresses!!  No dresses with open or sheer area around your waist.  No slits in your dress higher than the bottom of your knee.  A bra must be worn (no exception).

Shoes of your choice can be worn.  We require no heels above 3 inches.  Gloves and jewelry are optional.  Only skin tone pantyhose will be allowed.  No fishnet stocking allowed. 
l) PAGEANT ATTIRE:  Please make sure your undergarments are covered at all times!!

m) GIFTS:  Each entrant is required to bring two (2) items for the Friendship Basket to the Pot Luck the week of the pageant.  These items should not have a value of less than $5.00 or greater than $20.00.

n) WARDROBE/MAKEUP/DRESSER:  Each entrant is responsible for furnishing her own outfits for each of the judging divisions.  This usually consists of personal interview, casual sportswear, creative/performing arts costume and formal wear.  Each entrant will furnish her own make-up!

Each entrant is responsible for finding a wardrobe assistant (dresser) for the night of the pageant.  Each entrant is allowed only one (1) dresser!  Her dresser cannot be less than 21 years of age.  She cannot be a member of her family or a member of any other entrants family.  The name of the dresser will be given to the pageant director on or before the first practice in March of this year.  The dresser is required to attend dress rehearsal.  No substitutions will be allowed unless approved by the Chamber of Commerce Board of Directors. 

All dressers will be given an ID for the night of the pageant.  No other person or persons will be allowed back stage 30 minutes before the start of the pageant.  Anyone other than a dresser found back stage will cause the entrant to be disqualified.

NO CELL PHONES WILL BE ALLOWED BACKSTAGE.  ANYONE CAUGHT WITH A CELL PHONE WILL CAUSE THE ENTRANT TO BE IMMEDIATELY DISQUALIFIED!

o) PROPS:  Props are due for approval on or before April 13, 2009.  Props for performance or presentation must be available for the first run through rehearsal and is the responsibility of the contestant.  Prop size and quantity shall be limited due to space back stage.  The Pageant Director shall have final approval of all props.

 Entrant shall be responsible for bringing her props to and removing them after rehearsals and the night of the Pageant, unless agreed to by the Pageant Director.  When making props please consider the fact that Miss California City shall be required to perform the same talent at other pageants and some activities.
